As Operation Iraqi Freedom continues, I encourage you to take a moment to remember the sacrifice of those men and women who have answered the call of the nation to free the people of Iraq and rid the world of weapons of mass destruction that threaten us all.

Many of our employees have asked how they might show support for these brave members of the U.S. military.  Therefore, as I announced on March 31 at the Support the Troops rally in Washington, the Department of the Interior has adopted the Army’s 101st Airborne Division “The Screamin’ Eagles” and the 10th Mountain Division as our military units for volunteer activities.
