You have submitted on behalf of your client, the Nipmuc Nation, a request urging 
the Secretary to refer to the Assistant Secretary ~ Indian Affairs the sixteen issues that the 
Interior B)ard offndian Appeals remanded to him for consideration. The Department's 
acknowlcdgmcnt regulations provide that the Secretary has the discretion to direct the 
Assistant ,)ccretary - Indian Affairs to reconsider the determination based on the issues 
remanded by the Board.
