	- DisasterHelp.gov – A consolidated portal that provides disaster-related information and collaboration tools for the emergency management community.  DisasterHelp.gov provides citizens with a single location for obtaining publicly available information on disaster preparedness and response. 

- Disaster Management Interoperability Services (DMIS) – A core incident management tool set and shared services for information exchange.  It provides a secure infrastructure that responders are using to share information about planning for, responding to, and recovering from disasters. 

- Information Exchange Standards – Information exchange standards to reduce costs and operational complexity to simplify the software interfaces needed to interact with many sources and dissemination systems.  

	Accomplishments:
	Released upgraded Disaster Management Interoperability Services (DMIS) Software Pack 1 (SP1) to current user groups.   DMIS used in 41 actual emergencies and 89 disaster preparedness exercises with 300 DMIS user groups (with almost 400 waiting for access) in 46 states.  DisasterHelp.gov has almost 13,000 registered users.
