The Department of the Interior carries out its emergency management responsibilities and supports the National Response Plan through the immediate office of the Secretary and the eight constituent bureaus and agencies.

The Office of Law Enforcement and Security (OLES) is responsible for overall coordination of the Department’s emergency management responsibilities and NRP support.

Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) Mission / Overview

To enhance the quality of life, to promote economic opportunity, and to carry out the responsibility to protect and improve the trust assets of American Indians, Indian Tribes and Alaskan Natives.  There are over 1.8 million Tribally enrolled American Indians living on 589 Reservations/Rancherias/Alaskan Villages with a trust land base is 55.7 million acres in 34 states.
