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CRITERIA FOR DESIGNATING POSITIONS UNDER THE

OGE FORM 450 FILING REQUIREMENTS (5 CFR 2634.904)
Your list of designations should contain the title and corresponding grade of all covered positions.  The incumbents of these positions will be required to file an OGE Form 450 (or Form 450-A) financial disclosure report under 5 CFR 2634.904. Under this regulation, an employee is required to file a confidential financial disclosure report if he/she occupies a position classified at GS-15 or below, and the duties and responsibilities of the position require the employee to participate personally and substantially through decision or the exercise of significant judgment, in taking a Government action regarding:

(1) Contracting or procurement (do not include IMPAC or purchase card holders whose purchases are limited to $3,000 or less per transaction);

(2) Administering or monitoring grants, subsidies, licenses, or other Federally conferred financial or operational benefits;

(3) Regulating or auditing any non-Federal entity; or

(4) Other activities in which the final decision or action will have a direct and substantial economic effect on the interests of any non-Federal entity.

The list of designations should also include any positions that require the incumbents to perform duties and responsibilities that may carry the perception that a conflict of interest or the appearance of a conflict of interest may exist (See 5 CFR 2634.904(a)(2)).
