	Summary of Meeting:  

· Introductory and Welcome Comments, Owen Ambur, Chairperson

Owen welcomed everyone to the meeting and introduced the agenda.  Roll was taken and Charles Nethaway, NBC was introduced as the Co-Chair.  DEAR has been operational for 5 month.  Previously, the purpose of the IPT was to develop the Metamodel.  Now the IPT is responsible for the following:

· Reports

· Enhancements

· Attributes

· Prioritizing change requests

· Funding

Colleen Coggins explained about the last OMB review with Karen Evans.  She explained that OMB graded on the old information but there would be a re-grading in the next couple of months.

· Charter- Owen Ambur

The existing charter was reviewed and changes were proposed. Charles suggested a vision statement should be included, and he took the action item to draft and send it to the members of the IPT.  Colleen suggested that a supporting paragraph to include reference to the eCPIC as the tool of choice for investment information and DEAR as the best repository for all information related to architecture.  Discussions were held on many other issues in the charter.  It was decided that changes to the charter would be provided to Cindy Tegge to collect and send to Owen.  It was agreed that July 30, 2004 is the target date to finalize the changes to the charter.

· Bureau Vacancy– Owen Ambur 

Owen indicated there was a vacancy for a Bureau representative.  Bill Becker of OST volunteered to fill that vacancy.
· Procedures for Worktask Requests– Owen Ambur 

A new category for the Helpdesk ticket triage within HEAT has been added.  It is category 4 and will include suspense items, such as requests, enhancements and modifications.  These items will not be escalated within the HEAT system.  The need for a system or vehicle to capture requests for enhancements besides HEAT was discussed.  

Charles took the lead on finalizing the SLA between DOI and NBC, including adding the revision of category 4 with a target date of June 30, 2004.

Other issues related to the HEAT system were also discussed.  They included tracking items for longer-term action (e.g., by listing in a spreadsheet) and investigation of Team Track Software to replace or integrate with HEAT for change control management purposes.  Jim Barrett will investigate Team Track.  

Below is a graphic of the Ticket Triage procedure for HEAT.
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· DEAR Change Management/ Governance Process, Procedures and Tools – Owen Ambur

Question was posed as to what this IPT has control over and what content it manages.
· Architecture Review Board (ARB) governs the Technical Reference Model (TRM) and the System Reference Model (SRM)

· Interior Business Architecture Team (IBAT) governs the Business Reference Model (BRM) and the Performance Reference Model (PRM)

· Investment Review Board (IRB) governs all investments.

Other responsibilities that need to be undertaken include software that PSA can interface with, data sharing and availability, and conflicts.  A discussion on data sharing brought up the points of sharing the basic information before getting too complex and being careful of how much information in entered into DEAR.  (Do not want to get any Indian Trust data in the shared information part.)

Other discussions included finalizing the C&A.  It has been determined that DEAR is a major system and needs a full ST&E. The cost will be about $30,000.  Charles Nethaway took the action to see if the cost might be reduced by “piggybacking” on another ST&E that might be scheduled for the NBC.

Ron Shepard told the team that 2 fields in the Exhibit 300 had been changed.  He took the action to find out which fields.

Barb Kett inquired about rolling up all the existing PSA licenses into one.  These include the licenses individual bureaus have bought in the past.  Owen took the action to contact Popkin about that and other maintenance issues.  Mike Schievelbein said that he would schedule a demo of the new version of PSA at the next meeting.  Some of the new things will be an info publisher (sends auto reports to the web), utilities compare (comparisons between any 2 encyclopedias), access control (controls permissions) and OBDC (flattens encyclopedia to be able to use different query tools i.e. Crystal Reports).  The next meeting will be scheduled for Mid to Late July.
