The intent of the DOI Microsoft Enterprise Agreement (MEA) is to provide the most cost effective and expeditious process of acquiring and maintaining Microsoft software products as well as certified services and training.  This agreement allows bureaus access to an array of Microsoft Software Products as well as access to media and documentation of the products.  The following bureaus are participants in the agreement:

On September 13, 2002, the Assistant Secretary for Policy, Management, and Budget signed a Findings and Determination document that requires DOI to standardize on Microsoft products on a Department-wide basis for the Office XP (desktop), the Windows XP and the Windows 2000 Standard Server (operating system), and the Systems Management Server (SMS) (asset management software).   

∙
Standardizing on the Microsoft products is consistent with DOI’s on-going applied IT architecture work and supports current efforts to cut costs by obtaining quantity cost discounts from select vendors.

∙
Other benefits associated with standardizing on Microsoft, include: 1) lower Total Cost of Ownership for desktops; 2) centralized and efficient security policy administration; 3) greater flexibility and management functionality from products that offer a broader range of management solutions and that integrate with non-Microsoft environments; and 4) greater overall productivity and reliability.
