Submittal of HAP’s statement on the methodology for CRV and DM estimation for heritage assets (Section VI of the DOI guidance).

Submittal of HAP 2007 Status Report
Steve Felch sent the document to Mike Keegan and Mike acknowledged receipt.  The group discussed setting up a meeting with Mike to follow up on this status report, which Terry will do.  Steve will join her.  Some of the discussion topics suggested for that meeting were:

· What further assistance can the HAP provide Mike and the AMP?
The President’s 2009 budget proposal includes the “Real Property Disposal Pilot,” which directs the Director of OMB to identify criteria to determine the real property that does not meet Federal government needs.  Since many buildings on the FRPP are over 50 years old and may be difficult to maintain, the HAP would like to offer any assistance needed to help with criteria development, particularly as it applies to historic structures and necessary compliance activities apropos of the National Historic Preservation Act.  Note connection to “Preserve America,” which is championed by the First Lady and Lynn Scarlett.

· Our problem with leadership succession and the possibility of hiring a person with historic preservation experience when a position opens (or the current opening) in PAM.

· Our participation on the FPMS Policy committee as recognition of our expertise within DOI.

· Support to help ensure that all DOI bureaus have an historic preservation program in order to better manage and account for their heritage assets.

· Status of DOI Facilities and Asset Management conference and HAP’s participation.
Training of Heritage Asset Management
No word on who the new organizer is or will be for this conference.  HAP is committed to developing a session for the conference.
