Update to the DOI Asset Management Plan

Comments to the DOI AMP were sent to Bob Jarcho who included them into the version he sent to the Asset Management Partnership for review.  This document was then to go to OMB as part of the Department’s scorecard for asset management.  Bob had indicated that the Partnership would pass along its comments, however the last meetings for the Partnership have not had the AMP on their agendas.  The plan may have been fine as is and advanced.  I will speak with Bob Jarcho on his return and get a better update.

Solicitor meeting with Cultural Resource Managers

The November HAP meeting will coincide with the November Cultural Resource Solictor’s workgroup meeting.  At that time, HAP will discuss its reasoning and position with respect to the question posed to the workgroup during its July meeting—Are all archaeological and paleontological sites Real Property?  Prior to this meeting, HAP will formulate its position.  Terry Childs made a very good point that HAP should focus on the desired outcome of this meeting as it develops its position.  It was determined that HAP should answer the following three questions prior to the meeting with solicitor’s: (1) Why it is asking this question, (2) Why it believes these resources are Real Property, and (3) if corroborated, what will be HAP’s approach to this finding.  These answers will form HAP’s position on this matter.  I will begin assembling this position paper and circulate to the HAP for comments.
Review of Cultural Resources Performance Measures for the 2007-2012 Departmental Strategic Plan

Just prior to the September HAP meeting, the 2007-2012 GPRA performance measures were released for public comment.  Ray Beittel, who spoke to us a few months ago, has asked HAP to comment on all of the available performance measures.  Some members already voiced concern over the introduction of the term Heritage Resources in the Crimes performance measure.  The term apparently is used in Canada and is very similar in definition to Cultural Resources.  HAP members were of the opinion that the measures should just use Cultural Resources rather than inserting a term that has no connection to any US statute or program.
I have begun to collect all our comments to the measures and will send them to Mr. Beittel and to HAP once I have them all.
