Preserve America Section 3 Report
Kate Kerr gave a presentation on the Preserve America Section 3 Report.  It is to be submitted to the Chairman of the ACHP and the Secretary of the Interior by federal agencies with real property responsibilities by September 30, 2008.  ACHP is interested in a “snapshot” of agency activities in preservation, protection, and use of historic real property.  The schedule is tight – ACHP will have a complete draft by early November and then begin a formal internal review process.  The report is to be submitted to the President on February 15, 2009.  This will present a real opportunity to have historic preservation issues presented to a new administration early in its tenure.  There will be a focus on the federal government’s ability to meet its stewardship role through real property management procedures and tools.  There will be an emphasis on stewardship rather than preservation in its strictest sense.
Kate is specifically asking HAP to assist in reviewing submitted reports because of its DOI tie.  HAP is supportive and will provide a commitment schedule to ACHP by 9/12/08.  HAP review/comments must be completed by the end of October.  Kate is expecting about 30 reports, some large [e.g., GSA at over 200 pp.] and some much shorter in length.  The key points to consider for the review are the elements ACHP asked for in the 2007 advisory guidelines.  Kate will provide HAP with an outline of the report and review parameters soon.  Kate also indicated a need for photographs for ACHP use in making the final report more visually pleasing and informative.  She intends to do a number of case studies, including one on the HAP.
The HAP and Kate also discussed some key issues related to heritage assets that are of concern to both the ACHP and the HAP.  These were: 1) the relationship between the stewardship of museum property and real property given that museum property is a type of heritage asset and is curated in real property facilities; 2) that archeological sites, particularly maintained archeological sites, are not considered real property by OMB and DOI and are not reported to the Federal Real Property Profile (FRPP) by DOI; and 3) the disposition of heritage assets and the quality of the data on Historic Status for assets in the FRPP. 
Section 106 Compliance draft for the Capital Planning and Investment Control (CPIC) guide
Eugene Marino went through the draft document that he put together based on the Fish & Wildlife Service’s Considering Cultural Resources document and comments he received by several HAP members.

The key decisions made during the review of the draft were:

· Move some of the paragraphs around in the introduction and edit to emphasize who has to deal with Section 106, when they have to deal with it, and the need to work with Bureau cultural resources specialists.

· Put the section called “Key Points about the Section 106 Compliance Process” in a side box and retitle it “About the Section 106 Compliance Process.”
· Add a definition about the National Register of Historic Places eligibility requirements in the glossary.
· Insert the CPIC phases as headers in the section called “Key Steps in the Section 106 Compliance Process.” 

· Emily Palus will work on the flow chart.

· Several changes to the checklist including moving the question about beginning consultation to the top and asking for the name of the cultural resource specialist consulted.

· Glossary – Also add definitions for the Archaeological Resources Protection Act, literature review, mitigation, and the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Archeology and Historic Preservation.

Eugene plans to update the appendix by Wednesday, 9/10, and resend it to the HAP for further comment.  The HAP will submit a draft to Bob Jarcho by Friday, 9/19, for his review.  A final document must be ready for Bob by Friday, Oct. 3.
Terry Childs reported on her work to add language to the CPIC guide that discusses heritage assets in appropriate places and provides linking statements to the appendix on Section 106 compliance.  She intends to send her edits in the long document by Monday, 9/8, for HAP review.

The HAP agreed that Terry should contact Bob Jarcho about getting 10 minutes or so to discuss the Section 106 Compliance appendix on the agenda of the next AMP meeting scheduled on Thursday, October 9, at 1:00 PM.  She will also ask Bob about HAP participation in the next CPIC meeting.
