
(2) Ensure that a link to the Central Contractor Registration web site (www.ccr.gov) is 
included on bureau procurement and small and disadvantaged business utilization 
Internet websites. 

(3) At outreach activities such as business trade fairs and one-on-one meetings with 
prospective vendors, encourage local and small businesses with which they regularly do 
business to register with CCR. 

B. Standard Form 129, Solicitation Mailing List Application 

Effective October 1, 2003, contracting activities will cease to accept and maintain the 
paper-based Standard Form 129, Solicitation Mailing List Application, as a source of 
vendor information. Prior to October 1, 2003, contracting officials are expected to 
provide ample notice to prospective vendors through outreach activities, website notices, 
and other means, regarding elimination of the SF 129 and encourage them to register with 
the CCR. 

FAR Case 2001-032, Elimination of the SF 129, proposing to amend the FAR to remove 
the requirement for contracting offices to establish and maintain manual solicitation 
mailing lists and the need to use the SF 129, Solicitation Mailing List Application, is 
being processed by the Civilian Agency Acquisition Council.
