· ’06 Green Plan-status from each bureau
· Once the plan is submitted to OMB, Bureau’s cannot remove anything without going through the CS office first
· A competition of similar size will have to be substituted for anything removed from list
· The House has prohibited studying Wildland Fire FTE in ‘08 but the plan still has to go through the Senate; we will be writing an Effect Statement regarding this AND the language in the ’08 budget regarding a cap on CS spending
· Cost of feasibility studies and preliminary planning will likely need to be in the Report to Congress
· Disabilities FTE update
· Working on policy at the Assistant Secretary level on how to code disabled individuals on the inventory and their status as far as a competition
