Discussion Points:

·  New Competitive Sourcing tracking system from OMB
· Bureaus will need to send their information to the CS office for input into the system, OMB will not take any information directly from the bureaus.

· The system is broken down into 2 sections, Competitive Sourcing and FAIR Act inventory.
· The CS office will be acting as site administrators and will be providing user access; everyone will not have access to both systems.
· We are going to try and get OMB to put on a training session for everyone.
· We will be using the new system for the ’06 Report to Congress.

· Report to Congress tracking portion will be updated quarterly.
· ’07 Budget Update
· No resolution on the Fire studies, appropriation language remains the same, still working on trying to get rid of the cap.

· We need the FTE count from the bureaus for the Fire training and dispatch studies. 
· ’07 Green Plan
· In ’06 we have competed 17 competitions of 645 FTE-1 standard and 16 streamlined.
· For ’07 we only have 117 FTE + 118 Fire FTE (if we can study these) for a total of 253 FTE out of the 1400 FTE number we submitted to OMB.

· We might be able to count 156 JWOD direct conversions.

· Scorecard Questions
· Bureaus goals should closely match the Departments goals.
