Discussion of  DOI Post Accountability Guidelines:

· Kathy Garrity, detailed to the Center for Competitive Sourcing Excellence (CCSE) from FWS, has done a great job of drafting standard operating procedures (SOP) for bureaus to conduct post accountability reviews and an SOP for CCSE to conduct independent validations on at least 25% of the dollar savings from competitions each year.  OMB’s recent guidance on the subject “Validating the Results of Public-Private Competition” is attached.
· Kathy walked the group through the two documents by highlighting the major milestones.  Several constructive comments were received and will be included in the final product.  We decided to add a section in both documents to address how savings were reinvested.  We will make sure all acronyms are spelled out in a glossary of terms.  We will provide more sample copies of documents such as Letters of Obligation (LOO) and FedBizOps announcements.  We will provide a definition of terms such as “Adjusted Baseline Cost”.  We will add volunteers from other bureaus to a list of potential sources CCSE will use to conduct the independent validations which will also include OIG, independent consultant, and CCSE staff.  We will make sure anyone conducting an independent validation has the knowledge and experience to do so.

· We ended the meeting with a request that team members submit any additional comments in the next few days since we want to finalize the post accountability guidelines in early May.  We have received comments on wording and other minor changes that will also be incorporated in the final product.

· 2006 FAIR Act inventory still not published in Federal Register.  
· Jeff Siberon will be setting up a meeting with each Bureau to discuss 2007 inventory submissions.
· 2nd Quarter OMB scorecard for competitive sourcing is Green in Status, Yellow in Progress.  If we accomplish the goals for 3rd quarter listed on the scorecard, we will move to Green/Green in 3rd quarter.
· We will be providing a draft of the DOI High Performing Organizations (HPO) guideline for review shortly and expect to discuss this topic at the next team meeting.
