Finance and Accounting – Function Codes “C” (Job Series 0501-0599)
Suggested  Definition:
Rationale for re-coding:  There are currently 33 different function codes used by the bureaus to code accounting and financial FTE.  There was a letter signed by the Director, Office of Financial Management dated 5/21/01 defining that, overall, “Finance activities meet the definition of ‘inherently governmental’”.  The memo goes on to list several sub-activities that are considered commercial.  They are:  C000, C305, C310, C313 and C500.  An e-mail from the finance office dated 2/24/04 restated the message.  There are currently 861.67 FTE coded under “C” as commercial and 1,704.51 coded as inherently governmental.
Suggestions:  Try to consolidate function codes and reach some consistency.  Review the memo from Finance and make a recommendation regarding the inherently governmental/commercial definition of budget and finance FTE.
