Subject: Statistical Sampling Procedures in the Examination of
Disbursement Vouchers

Attached for information is Transmittal Sheet Wo. 7-41 from the Comptroller
Ceneral, which transmits pages 7-33 and 7-54 (Revised), Title 7, GAO Manual
for Guidance of Federal Agencies. The purpose of this revision is to: (1)
increase the authorized limit of wvouchers subject to statistical sampling from
5750.00 to $1,000.00; and (2) allow agencies to exclude passenger transporta-
tion costs paid through the travel credit card program in determining whether
travel vouchers exceed the 51,000.00 limitation.

Any use of statistical sampling procedures for vouchers within the maximum
$1,000.00 limit must be based on a cost-benefit analysis that demonstrates the
economies that will result from the monetary limit selected. (BSee Chapter 5
of Title 3, GAOQ Manual for Guidance of Federal Agencies.) Those bureaus
electing to revise the monetary limit of vouchers to be statistically sampled,
or those bureaus electing to use statistical sampling procedures for the first
time, are regquested to furnish a copy of the required cost benefit analvsis to
this offfice for approval.

SUBSEC. 19.4 FISCAL PROCEDURES

19.2 RESPONSIBILITIES OF CERTIFYING OFFICERS

Section 3528(a) of title 31 of the United States Code
provides that:

"A certifying official certifying a voucher is
respensible for--
(1) information stated in the certificate,
voucher, and supporting records;
(2) the computation of a certified voucher under
this section and section 3325 of this title;

(3) the legality of a proposed payment under the
appropriation or fund involved; and
(4) repaying a payment——

(A) 1llegal, improper, or incorrect because
of an inaccurate or misleading
certificate;

(B) prohibited by law; or

(C) that does not represent a legal obliga-

tion under the appropriation or fund
involved."

Disbursing officers disbursing for agencies which are not
subject to the provisions of 31 G.5.C. 3528 shall perform both
disbursing and certifying funé¢tions and shall be responsible for
the legality cf disbursements, for the correctness of
computations, and for the facts stated on the wvouchers.

The responsibilities of a certifying cofficer are discussed
in more detail in title 3 cf this manual.

19.3 SPECIAL CERTIFICATIONS

Special certifications shall be made when reguired by law.
It shall be incumbent upon each agency head and each authorized
certifying officer to be aware of applicable statutory and
regulatory requirements and to comply with them. Some of the
special certifications that have governmentwide application are
discussed in section 21 of this title.

19.4 STATISTICAL SAMPLING PROCEDURES

Section 3521 of title 31, U.S5.C., provides that, in the
interest of economy in agency disbursement operations, an agency
head may prescribe the use of adegquate and effective statistical
sampling procedures in the examination and approval of disburse-
ment vouchers not exceeding amounts established by the Comp-
troller General. tatistical sampling is currently authorized

*for vouchers not in excess of 51,000. In determining whether
*travel vouchers exceed the limitation, agencies may exclude any
*passenger transportation costs paid through the travel credit
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
