First I would like to say thank you for returning my call about questioning the format of comments for the "June 10, 2011 General Memorandum 11-070; Department of Interior Publishes Proposed Tribal Consultation Policy".  In this letter I will make my comments and hopefully you will be able to decipher them with minimum confusion.  In the event that you do have a misunderstanding about what it is that I am attempting to convey please give me a call. 
Comments:
II. Guiding Principles; Last paragraph, add after; " Obligates the Department of the Interior to meet the spirit and intent of EO 13175." add after  "EO 13175" 'of November 6, 2000 and EO 13084 of may 14, 1998'. 
III. Definitions; Remove; "This term does not include matter that are the subject of litigation or in settlement negotiations, or matters undertaken in accordance with an administrative or judicial order where the Department has no discretion with respect to consultation."
IV. Accountability and Reporting; Near the end of the second paragraph, in the sentence "...Implementation of the Final Federal Action Stage Described in Section VII or alternatively," .  Change "alternatively" to 'additionally'.
VII.  Consultation Guidelines; 
First paragraph, Remove; "Departmental Actions with Tribe Implications that are regional or impact a limited number of Indian Tribes should be carried out in a manner consistent with this Policy while allowing discretion to employ only appropriate parts of this section."
Last paragraph, Remove; "Exigent circumstances may allow the Department to take measures that deviate from this policy, but the Department should make every effort to comply and should explain to Indian Tribes as soon as exigent circumstances arise."
VIII. Supplemental Policies; Remove this section.
Thank you so much for this opportunity for us to assist with the development of these regulations that affect consultation with tribes.  We hope that in the future we will be able to look back in time and be glad that a path to working together was used.
