Secretary’s Order 3371 designated the Solicitor as the Department’s Chief FOIA Officer, creating the career operational position of Deputy Chief FOIA Officer (DCFO).

Secretary’s Order 3378, establishing the Departmental FOIA Office (DFO) in the Office of the Solicitor to provide governance and support to the FOIA offices and granting expanded authority to the DCFO to direct the functions of the DFO and take other actions to improve FOIA request processing capacity throughout the Department.

The DCFO has updated 383 DM chapter 15, the Departmental Manual chapter governing FOIA, to codify the new governance structure and delegations of authority created by Secretary’s Orders 3371 and 3378 and outline the roles and responsibilities for FOIA within that new structure.
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
