The road is graded approximately twice per year. A high and low reconnaissance will be performed before all landings. The surface stays dry and unaltered except for winter and monsoon season. During periods of frequent precipitation the strip will not be used due to the potential for soft spots. 

Traffic is very light in the area; when there is traffic in the area operations will be postponed until traffic is clear.

The airstrip is located on a level plateau. There are no obstructions on the approach/ departure paths.
