Notes: The western end prior to ramp taxiway is sloped up to rest of runway and this is likely due to that
portion being a bit soft. Larger aircraft may not want to touch down on this area when saturated. The
East end of runway is hard and threshold is solid. The wind sock is unreliable. Expect some willow
shoots in the ramp area that are over 2' tall. Runway surface is generally good and smooth. There is an
area where a 4x4 trail crosses and then uses the western ~3/4 of the runway. Be mindful of this trail
crossing, and potential for incursions. GCI cell service barely works from nearby Kobuk village.
Otherwise the runway is unobstructed.

Runway was rolled May 19, 2026, nearly full length with C206 on tundra tires and found to be smooth
and in good condition.
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
