6. Explanation of Material Transmitted:

Brief Description of the Correspondence: The purpose of these Departmental Manual (DM) revisions
and additions (i.e., 142 DM 1-9 and 11-15) is to update the chapters on the organization of the FWS to
reflect the current organization. The DM chapters in place now are woefully outdated and have not been
updated or revised since 1998.

Background and Key Issues: Other than the DM chapter on the Regions (142 DM 10, updated in May of
2019), the DM chapters on the FWS organization have not been updated to reflect the current
organization for over 20 years. During that period of time, much has changed within the organization to
more efficiently and effectively protect fish, wildlife, and their habitats for the benefit of the American
people. The FWS has moved and added functionality in response to statutory mandates; expanding
requirements to address changes in technology, changes in how we address issues based on sound
science, such as those brought on by climate change, and changes in how we communicate with the
public using new media; the need to streamline administrative requirements to use funding in the most
efficient possible manner; and requirements to ensure better Government accountability.

Changes to existing chapters and the addition of chapters is necessary to clearly reflect the current
organization of the FWS.
