These Department Manual releases strengthen policy on the use of appropriate climate-informed decision frameworks and
models for resource management decisions carried out by Department bureaus and offices. Significant changes include:

- (522 DM 1) emphasized increasing need for Adaptive Management (AM) under climate change; expanded policy
statement to be more comprehensive in applicability and point to guidance/resources (Technical Guides) on conditions
when AM may be appropriate; clarified responsibilities of Adaptive Management Working Group

- (523 DM 1, reinstatement with revisions) revised to complement other chapters in this package; emphasizes consideration
of climnate change be routine component in planning and decision-making (i.e. using high-quality information to plan and
manage for climate change and environmental compliance based on a changing climate and not solely the historical
record)

- (526 DM 1) revised to complement other chapters in this package; reinforced need to apply high-quality climate
information and consider climate uncertainty in resource management planning and decisions; introduced responsibilities of
new Climate Science Applications Coordination Team

- (604 DM 1) revised to complement other chapters in this package; strengthened consideration of climate change in
landscape-level decision-making; introduced opportunities to employ managed ecological transformation approaches as
well as nature-based solutions to address climate change risks; clarified responsibilities of Landscape Level Working Group
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
