Basic Organization.  The Bureau of Safety and Environmental Enforcement (BSEE) is headquartered in the Washington, D.C., metropolitan area, with three regional offices (see attached organization chart).  BSEE's responsibility is fixed through legislation and Secretarial assignments, orders, and delegations except for certain advisory, planning, and information functions that support the Director in performing his/her public responsibilities.  
2.2
Executive Direction.  The Director is the Chief Executive Officer of the BSEE.  A Deputy Director is the Chief Financial Officer (CFO), assists the Director in managing the programs and activities of the Bureau, and acts in the absence of the Director.  The Director is also assisted by an Investigations and Review Unit and four staff offices.  BSEE programs are carried out by one office, two divisions, three regional offices, and one Associate Director for Administration.  (See organization chart.)
2.3    Safety and Environmental Enforcement Functions.  BSEE is responsible for regulating and enforcing safety, environment, and conservation compliance during development of the Nation’s ocean energy and marine mineral resources on the Outer Continental Shelf (OCS).  The functions include field operations, offshore regulatory programs, production and development, training, environmental compliance, and the Bureau’s aviation program.  It also is responsible for the review and creation of policy, guidance, direction, and oversight of activities related to BSEE’s oil spill response program as well as managing and developing area and regional oil spill contingency plans.  Consistent with the Secretary’s authorities under the OCS Lands Act and implementing regulations in 30 CFR 250, and cooperation with the Coast Guard, BSEE is responsible for the development, oversight, and enforcement of safety for OCS operations.
2.4    Administration and Finance Functions.  The Office of Administration is responsible for financial management and all administrative activities of the BSEE.  Administration of the financial management functions includes directing the Bureau’s financial management activities and operating its administrative accounting system.  The administrative functions include:  acquisition and Federal Assistance management; equal employment opportunity and counseling; ethics; information resources management; human resources management and employee development; management and organization analysis; occupational safety and health; emergency management; personnel and physical security; and support services, including property management, space management, and general office services.  Program implementation is carried out by seven Divisions.  
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
