.01 General Statement.—The Bureau of Indian Affairs is one of a number of
Bureaus and other operating agencies of the Department of the Interior. The
Commissioner of Indian Affairs is appointed by the President subject to confir-
mation by the Senate.

All authority exercised by the Bureau of Indian Affairs is vested by law in the
?egll_-ew \of the Interior and has been delegated by him to the Commissioner of
naian airs.

The Assistant Secretary for Public Land Management exercises supervision for
the Becretary over the Bureau of Indian Affairs. o

.02 Primary Areas of Authority Within the Bureau of Indian Afairs.—There
are three primary areas of authority within the Bureau of Indian Affairs:

A. The Ceniral Office.—The Central Office of the Bureau of Indian Affairs is
located at Washington, D. C. It is in effect the office of the Commissioner of
Indian Affairs who is responsible for the conduct of ali activities of the Bureau.

B. Areas.—For administrative purposes, the Bureau of Indian Affairs has
divided the continental United States and Alaska into eleven geographical areas.
Each area is administered by an Area Office under the supervision of an Area
Director. Each Area Director is responsible directly to the Commissioner of
Indian Affairs for all Bureau activities in his area.!

C. Agencies and Local Facilities.—Agencies and Local Facilities are subordinate -

organizational units of the Bureau within Areas. The term “Agencies and Local
Facilities” includes agencies, nonreservation schools, hospitals and sanatoria, and
independent irrigation projects. Each Agency and Local Facility is under the
supervision of a Superintendent, or an Area Director acting as Superintendent.
Each Superintendent is responsii)le directly to an Area Director for all activities
of the Bureau at his Agency or Local Facility.!

.03 Details of Bureau of Indian Affairs Organization—(Charts illustrating
Bureau organization may be found at the end of this Section.)

A. Central Office Organization.—The Central Office consists of the office of the
Commissioner, his immediate staff, and four Divisions with Branches or other
organizational subdivisions. Details of Central Office organization can be found
in. Section 202.01 of this Chapter.

B. Area Ofice Organization.—Activities performed at each Area Office are
grouped by major purpose into Resources, Community Services, and Adminis-
tration organizationally subdivided into Branches.  These groupings are Eenemlly
not formal Divisions and usually do not have administrative heads. Branches

at Area Offices ordinarily parallel the Central Office Branch structure. Iowover,
at all Areas except Window Rock, the welfare and placement functions are
established in separate Branches. There are threc major types of Area Offices,
the differences between them arising out of differing needs:

(1) Area Offices With No Substantive Program Operational Hes ongibility.—
In two Area Offices all actual operations are conducted by Agencies and
Local Facilities, with the Area Sﬂ‘ice Branches having staff responsibility
only. These Area Offices include:

(2) Area Offices With Some Substantive Program Operational Responsi-
bility.—In seven Area Offices some actual operations are conducted by the
Area Office and other actual operations are conducted by Agencies and cal .
Facilities. These Area Offices include:

(3) Area Offices With Complete Substantive Program Operational Responst-
bility.—In two Area Offices operational responsibility is exercised directly by
the Area Office. These Area Offices include:

(b) Sacramento

C. Agency and Local Facility Organizalion.—The organization of an Agency
and Local Facility is of the same general pattern as is the organization of the
Central Office and an Area Office. A Superintendent, or the Area Director
acting as Superintendent, is in charge.? The details of Agency and Local Facility
organization are dictated by local program needs. ’

D. Area Field Offices.—Area Field Offices are subordinate units of an Area
Office and are on the same organizational level with an Agency and Local Facility.
Area Field Offices formerly had agency status. Ares Field Offices are not under
the jurisdiction of a Superintendent, and the Area Director is responsible for the
normal Superintendent functions of local policy determination, An Adminis-
trative Officer or other similar official is in charge and reports directly to the
Area Director.

E. Subagencies or Subjacilitica.——Subagencies or Subfacilities are field organiza-
tions under the jurisdiction of an Agency and Local Facility or an Area Field
Office. 'The head of the Subagency or Subfacility reports directly to the Super-
intendent of the parent Agency and Local Facility.

The following qualifications must be met if a field organization of an Agency is
to be referred to as a Subagency or Subfacility: )

(1) Two or more functions of the Bureau, such as Extension, Credit,
Health, etc., must be performed by the field organization; and

2) One official must be designated as a line officer, responsible to the
Superintendent for all functions performed by the field organization.

If only one function is performed at the field organization, or if 8 single official
has not been given line authority over all functions performed, the field organiza-
tion is to be considered an integral part of the parent Agency and Local Facility
and is not designated a Subagency or Subfacility. :

F. Districts.—A District is 8 geographical jurisdiction subordinate to an Agency
and Local Facility, or an Area Field Office. Districts are used for convenience
of administration of all or & part of the Bureau’s program. District Offices are
the headquarters office of District Agents or of other officials who are responsible
gc)) a Su]:erint;endent for all or some of the Bureau's activities performed in a

istrict. .

G. Missouri River Basin Investigations Project.—The Missouri River Basin
Investigations Project is under the supervision of a Director who is responsible
to the Diregtor, Division of Program.

H. Indian Arts and Crafts Board.—The Indian Arts and Crafts Board is com-
posed of five members appointed by the Secretary of the Interior. The Board has

no formal organizational ties with the Burcau of [ndian Affairs, but maintains

close, informal working relationships with the Burcau in the promotion of Indian
Arts and Crafts.

Section 202, Organizational Funclions:
.01 Central Office Functions:
A, O{ice of the Commissioner:

1) Commissioner.—The Comuissioner interprets and supervises the
carrying out of national policy on Indian Affairs. The word ‘‘Indian’ jn-
cludes Indians in the continental United States and Indians, Aleuts and
Eskimos in Alaska.

The Commissioner prescribes objectives and approves programs designed
to accomplish these objectives; exercises general direction and control over
field operations; and prescribes standards of performance.

(2) Associate Commissioner.—The Associate Commissioner assists the
Commissioner in interpreting and supervising the carrying out of national
policy on Indian Affairs; acts for the Commissioner in- the Commissioner's
%bsence; and maintains primary liaison with the Congress on affairs of the

ureau.

(3) Chief Counsel.—The Chief Counsel gives legal advice to the Commis-
sioner and his staff,

(4) Information Officer.—The Information Officer answers requests for in-
formation on the Bureau’s aims and activities; prepares news releases ; and
prepares explanations of programs and program changes.

B. Division of Program:

(1) Director, Division of Program.—The Director, Division of Program is
a line officer of the Bureau with authority to sign directives to the ficld. He
is responsible for stafl advice to the Commissioner in over-all program form-
ulation. He coordinates the activitics of his Division with other Divisions
of the Central Office, and directs the activities of his staff.

(2) The Division of Program is not formally subdivided into Branches.
However, its work falls into five primary categories:

) Basin Programs involve development and coordination of Bureau
programs with programs of other agencies in river basins, and the transfer
of Indian populations to other lands when parts of Indian reservations
are flooded by water-development projects of such Basin Programs.

(b) Economic Enterprise Programs deal with aiding the development of
tribal business ventures, including sawmills, tourist courts, cement plants,
mines, merchandising ventures, etc., which will stimulate tribes to estab-
lish corporations for managing such enterprises.

(c) Rehabilitation Programs involve the development of plans by which
potential natural human resources can be developed to provide maximum
opportunities for Indians to obtain a livelihood.

(d) Tribal Programs involve working with Indian governments to
coordinate plans, to perfect Indian community organizations, and to
obtain prompt and sympathetic review of tribal actions requiring
Bureau or Departmental approval.

(¢) Withdrawal Programs involve planning for the withdrawal of

Federal supervision over trust property and of other services rendered
to Indians.

C. Division of Resources:

(1) Assistant Commissioner for Resources.—The Assistant Commissioner for
Resources is a line officer of the Bureau with authority to sign directives to
the field. He is responsible for staff advice to the Commissioner in the general
direction and coordination of activities related to Indian resources. He
coordinates the activities of his Division with other Divisions of the Central
Office, and directa the activities of the Branches of Credit, Extension, Forest
and Range Management, Irrigation, Land, Roads, and Soil Conservation.

(2) The Branch of Credit is responsible for staff activities related to provid-
ing loans to Indians and aiding them in obtaining credit from other govern-
mental and nongovernmental sources for financing developmental activities,
and for furnishing advice and guidance on modern business and credit
practices.

(3) The Branch of Erstension is responsible for staff activities related to
agricultural education for the Indians, including animal husbandry, horti-
culture, disease and pest control, home extension work, 4-H Club work.,
agricultural research, home and farm demonstrations, loaus, and advice and
guidance on purchasing and marketing.

.02 Area Office Functions.—Each Arca Office is responsible for all Bureay
activities within a defined area (see Section 204 of this Chapter for jurisdictional
areas). The basic functions of these offices are:

A. To develop Arca-wide programs and to follow through .on their execution,

B. To supervise and appraise the various program activitics of Agencies and
Local Facilities. . :

C. To assist Superintendents in the development of Agency and Local Facility
programs.

D. To perform those administrative and housekeeping operations for Agencies
and Local Facilities which can be most economically and efficiently performed
on an Area-wide basis.

.03  Agency and Local Facilily, and Area Field Office Functiona:

A. Agency and Local Facility.—An Agency and Local Facility is directly
responsible for the operation of all Bureau programs being carried out within its
jurisdiction, including the development and execution of plans.

B. Area Field Officc.—An Area Field Office is responsible in the same manner
as is an Agency and Local Facility, except for such functions specifically requiring
the line authority of a Superintendent.

Non-Reservation School.—A Non-Reservation School is responsible for pro-
viding academic and vocational training, and institutional care, for Indian stu-
dents who are unable to obtain proper training through other means.

D. Non-Reservation Hospitals and Sanatoria.—A Non-Reservation Hospital or
?aanpmrium is responsible for providing necessary institutional health service to

ndians.

E. Irrigation Projects.—An Irrigation Project is responsible for furnishing water
necessary for the cultivation of Indian lands; and for furnishing electricity, where
feasible, as incidental to irrigation operations. An irrigation project may furnish
surplus water to non-Indians on a fee basis.

Subagency, Subfacility, and District Functions.—Subagencies, Subfacilities,
and Districts in each case carry out such functions as are specifically assigned to
them by their parent Agency and Local Facility.

.05 Missouri River in Investigations Project Functions.—The Director of
the Missouri River Basin Investigations Project is administratively responsible
for (1) the development, direction, coordination, and control of all surveys an d
studies for which the Bureau is responsible in connection with the prosecution of
the Missouri River Basin Development Program, and (2) the development of
