Invasive Species Action Network, founded in 2008, works to prevent the human-caused spread of invasive species by
promoting voluntary behavior change. Our work is focused on 3 primary areas of action: prevention programming,
education programming and professional services.

PRIORITIES / ACTIVITIES FOR FY2023

Our prevention programming has two areas of focus that target the release of unwanted pets and preventing the
spread of AIS among non-motorized watercraft owners. The growth in pet ownership and recreational boating in the
past several years reinforces the need to provide continual and new prevention outreach to these growing audiences. In
both cases, ISAN seeks diverse partnerships to advance prevention messaging as well as using multiple mediums to
connect with our target audiences. The Don’t Let it Loose program in 2023 will continue to focus on gaining
partnerships with industry leaders, expansion of geographic scope of rehoming capabilities and broadening our
information delivery methods. Partnerships have been a positive and effective way to advance the prevention goals of
our prevention programming and ISAN will continue to emphasize this as a strategy in the Don’t Let it Loose
programming as well as our efforts on Clean Drain Dry targeted at non-motorized boaters. Our education priorities for
2023 will be focused on making online educational tools that address Don’t Let it Loose and water recreation audiences.
Making direct connections with pet owners and non-motorized boaters allow us to create lasting participants in
nation-wide prevention efforts. Our professional services are primarily focused on strengthening communication and
management strategies within the invasive species community. Our professional services priorities for 2023 will
emphasize elevating regional communication to advance better management on terrestrial riparian invasives, as well as
providing feedback on regional prevention programming to improve partner operations. ISAN has several websites that
house program materials and serve as resource hubs for rehoming seeking pet owners and recreational boaters.
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
