Senior Interagency Liaison Cadre (SILC)
Announcement

Objective:

The Department of the Interior’s (DOI’s) Office of Emergency Management (OEM) is soliciting applicants to fill positions on the DOI Senior Interagency Liaison Cadre (SILC).
Purpose:

The SILC enhances and facilitates cooperation between DOI, Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA) National Response Coordination Center (NRCC), and other interagency partners through participation in national level emergency coordination, response/recovery, and information sharing activities during incidents that involve significant DOI assets. 
Typical deployments may be to the NRCC, United States Coast Guard’s (USCG) National Incident Command (NIC), or other interagency operations centers.  The SILC may also be activated by the DOI OEM Director to facilitate interagency coordination between FEMA and other federal agencies during periods of crisis and consequence management at the federal level.

Responsibilities:

The SILC works in close liaison with appropriate interagency groups, the Interior Operations Center (IOC) and the OEM Director, as well as with appropriate DOI bureaus and offices. Cadre members may engage in multiple activities, including: 

· Supporting the recognition of DOI roles, responsibilities, and interests regarding planning, preparation, response, and recovery to national level disasters and emergencies, assuring interoperability and information exchange between FEMA, DOI, and other disaster partners.
· Developing and maintaining contacts, and promoting cooperation between members of FEMA, other federal departments and agencies, OEM, and DOI Principal Planners, while also promoting coordination and collaboration with the regional and local liaisons to DOI bureaus and offices that have emergency management responsibilities. 

· Promoting the exchange and dissemination of relevant and up-to-date information between FEMA, other federal departments and agencies, and DOI programs on technical issues of mutual interest. 

· Providing policy and technical contributions to the relevant interagency disaster organization e.g., USCG NIC, National Response Framework (NRF) Emergency Support Functions (ESFs) and National Disaster Response Framework (NDRF) Recovery Support Functions (RSFs), as appropriate. 

· Assisting with the completion of national data calls, taskers, and other requests for information and support between DOI and interagency. 

· Participating in multidisciplinary discussions and collaborations on behalf of DOI and in line with DOI expressed interests to assist FEMA, DHS, and other federal partners in the identification and preparation of funding and related technical assistance resources to programs and projects, including follow-up missions.

1. Complete Senior Interagency Liaison Cadre Application. 
2. Signed Certification of Availability.

3. Current Resume

Selection Criteria:

The following elements will be evaluated for selection:

1. EXPERIENCE –Experience in related emergency management disciplines or interest in such, or in DOI programs.
2. QUALIFICATIONS – Qualifications in emergency management or in bureau specialties.  

3. AVAILABILITY – Past availability history when applicable, as well as signed Certification of Availability.

4. GEOGRAPHIC LOCATION – Candidates from all locations will be considered; however, a sub-set of applicants will be selected based on proximity to the National Capital Region. 

Application Deadline:

February 23, 2015.  

Applications for SENIOR INTERAGENCY LIAISON CADRE (SILC) positions, including supporting documentation as required, are due by the closing date. Selections will be made by March 13, 2015.
