The Center uses an innovative constructed wetlands wastewater treatment system.  The system includes a primary clarifier, 
a subsurface-flow-constructed-wetland with recycle, and a re-circulating sand filter.  The effluent is used to flush toilets. 

Recycled, renewable, and non-toxic building materials 
such as bamboo floors, cedar walls, and recycled carpet 
provide good indoor air quality. 

The indoor environment is enhanced further through 
abundant daylight and fresh air ventilation. 
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
