RSSI Update and auditing issues

Dave Horn and Debbie Smith spent some time going over how heritage assets will be reported by PFM.  We spent some time trying to understand that these assets will only be reported at the highest aggregate.  The idea being conveyed to us was that reporting the highest aggregate could reduce our audit risk because the number would be very defensible.  If, for instance, we report at a high level such as the Refuge level for FWS, this would be a defined set of units that the auditors could verify easily.  Additional information, such as the number of Refuges with archaeological sites, could then be placed in the narrative of the report, and connected to the higher unit.  For instance, of the 545 Refuges in FWS, 500 contain archaeological sites. 
There was considerable confusion on the part of the HAP members to this process and example tables were requested from PFM so that we could see what the information will look like.
Debbie Smith informed us that collecting information from non-federal repositories via the DM 411 checklist will not be subject to the Paperwork Reduction Act.  This will greatly expedite the ability to gather the information.
Terry Childs also reported that the AAPC guidance did incorporate some of the comments sent in by HAP members.  More work needs to be done on the first section of the document.  She will send out further revisions to HAP as they are distributed to the AAPC HA sub-group members.
