Update to the DOI Asset Management Plan
Bob Jarcho asked the HAP for review comments to the DOI AMP 3rd Quarter. After soliciting the HAP for review comments we did not have any additional comments to include since the previous update last fall. 
Discussion on the HAP White Paper
The group had a lively discussion on the development of a HAP White Paper. We are looking to pull together a heritage asset “big picture” that will carry–over past the present DOI Senior Management and which will also interact and reach out to other Agencies. (DOD, Forest Service, etc.)  A critical goal is to integrate heritage assets into existing DOI policy that will include funding as, hopefully, a line item in requested budgets.  
Terry Childs suggested focusing the White paper on land holding agencies with archaeological issues and Ron Wilson suggested reviewing heritage asset reports and Agency performance and accountability reports to support the White paper.

Steve Felch, Ron Wilson and Eugene Marino pulled together and started a White Paper Sub-Group that met via teleconference on Monday, May 21.  We developed a draft outline on the White paper that will list an executive summary, HAP history, current composition, accomplishments and communications, direction to our website and DOI-AMP compliance. Steve requested comments sent to him and will pull together the draft for review at the next HAP meeting in June. (Terry Childs’ Stovepipe paper is also being used as supporting documentation ….. I am also reviewing the two documents that Chris Paff sent in on FBMS codes). The goal is to be concise but limited to a page and/or a half.
