Sustainability field in FRPP

Catherine Cesnik was scheduled to discuss this new field in FRPP, the progress of the DOI working group developing guidance on this field, and how it might affect heritage assets.  Catherine was sick and could not attend.  She will attend the next HAP meeting on November 25.

Asset Management Partnership (AMP) Meeting

Brian Biegler, Eugene Marino, and Terry Childs attended the AMP meeting on October 9 and reported on several items. The primary foci were on Inspector General’s issues with Space Management and to inform Bureaus of expected deliverables for FY08 Federal Real Property Profile (FRPP) reporting.  FRPP data is being used more and more.  For example, during a recent audit regarding leased space, data obtained from FRPP was used to respond to questions.  Recent changes to FRPP include a new user code for museums and a new field for sustainability.  The latter will be mandatory for reporting beginning in FY09.  

Chris Pfaff asked whether we can submit recommendations for revisions to the FRPP Users guide as previously indicated.  If so, can we provide definitions of the historic status fields, especially “Determined Eligible.”  She wondered whether other bureaus also interpret “Determined Eligible” to mean officially determined eligible in concurrence with the SHPO or Keeper.  There was agreement on that definition and that HAP should put together a formal set of proposed updates to the FRPP User’s guide.  Bob Jarcho said that he would forward our comments to GSA.  Terry raised the possibility of issuing some instructions on the use of the historic status code for Department-level use and asked Bob Jarcho if he would be willing to work on this with us.  He responded affirmatively.  Bob invited Terry to attend the upcoming FRPP Users meeting where the main discussion topic will be the FY2008 reporting.   
Brian Biegler told the group that generating reports in FRPP is user-friendly and asked whether there are any standard reports that we would like him to run for us.   A request was made for a report of data anomalies, which he agreed to do. 

National Inventory Project

Chris made a suggestion to invite someone involved in the National Historic Property Inventory Initiative to a HAP meeting to provide an overview of the project and how it may impact Federal agencies.  Everyone was interested in this so Terry will invite someone to a future HAP meeting. 

CPIC Process Document 

Eugene described some final changes he made to the Section 106 summary he drafted for inclusion in the Capital Planning and Investment Control (CPIC) Process document.  He added a responsibility section, a project planning and funding section, and a timeline for the Section 106 process.  Terry had sent a copy of the draft to Kate Kerr at the Advisory Council, who provided extensive comments.  A number of them were included in the final draft.  
Terry expressed concern about the accuracy of the section on “Responsibilities.”   Everyone agreed that the delegation of section 106 responsibility varies among bureaus and that the section should be rewritten to reflect that.  Terry suggested that a definition of “agency official” be added to the glossary.  Following further discussion of the matter, Terry requested that everyone provide Eugene (with a copy to her): 

1) the position within the agency that has ultimate section 106 responsibility; 
2) the delegation of authority to sign off on Section 106 activities; 
3) other responsibilities related to Section 106 activities; and,
3) website links to agency cultural resources policies that include this information.

Terry asked for the information by the close of business, Wednesday, October 22. 

We need to send our final document to Bob Jarcho by Friday, October 31, 2008.  He will make it both a stand-alone document for easy access and an appendix in the CPIC Guide.  Bob acknowledged receipt of the suggested changes to the CPIC Guide that Terry compiled and submitted but said it would be a while before all the revisions to that Guide are made and it is released.
HAP Member List
Terry expressed concern that we have no representation on HAP from the Bureau of Indian Affairs.  She also noted that there are still a few agencies from whom we need to get letters formally designating a representative to the HAP.  Eugene indicated that a letter from the Fish and Wildlife Service is on the way.  Terry added that the NPS letter should be on the way. 
HAP Charter 
Terry made some revisions to the charter based on discussions with Debra Sonderman and on our own internal discussions.  She wants to finalize the charter before the end of the year so there is a clear process for selecting a new chairperson. 

Preserve America Reports 
Aimee Jorjani dropped off agency Preserve America reports for members of HAP to review.  Those who volunteered to do so were handed the reports.  Terry had sent out ACHP’s review sheet to help with the review about a week before this meeting.  All reviews should be sent to Kate Kerr at ACHP by Friday, October 31.
The next HAP meeting will be on November 25 from 10:30 to 12:00 eastern time.
