Apache Trout Habitat Restoration (Arizona)

Apache Trout (Salmo apache) is federally listed as a threatened species. Its native,
historic range is exclusively within the White Mountains of Arizona, with over half of
that range located on the Fort Apache Indian Reservation. During the fall of 2008, the
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service partnered with the White Mountain Apache Tribe to use
logs thinned from a ponderosa pine stand to improve Apache Trout habitat within

Firebox Creek.
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
