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· Wing 1 / Modernization Project
1. According to GSA, the office space on floors 3 – 6 of Wing 1 is substantially completed.
2. Currently working on touch up (or punch list) work in wing 1 (paint, trim, etc).
3. The Secretary’s conference room & kitchen are currently being worked on.
4. 7th floor skylights are going to be installed this summer.
5. Blast windows and lights are currently being installed in Wing 1.
6. The current plan indicates the Secretary and Deputy Secretary will move into Wing 1 in May.
7. The auditorium will not be completed until July-August / AV work still needs to be completed. 

· Energy Savings Performance Contract (ESPC)
1. The new hallway and corridor lights have been installed and completed throughout the building. These new LED lights are more energy efficient and brighter.   
2. The new toilets and valves are about 95% completed; this will allow for less water to be wasted per flush.
3. Office lights have been installed in wings 2 – 4 and they are being installed in wing 5 presently.
4. Water harvesting project:  We will be re-using the water from the storage tanks and rain water for the HVAC chillers and irrigation system which will result in reducing consumption of water from WASA by roughly 77%.  

· Status:  Relocation of the Wellness Center (formerly MIB Health Unit)
1. Changing the name from Health Unit to Wellness Center to align with current services.
2. Will be moving to the middle of the 4th floor across from the snack area.
3. Construction is about to start on the Health Unit.
4. Waiting on GSA for sprinkler system approval.
5. The design phase is currently in process.

· Recycling Simplification Pilot on the 3rd floor of MIB
1. Waiting on contractor to present findings and recommendation on how to move forward.
2. Findings and recommendations will be presented to management.  Once completed in April, OFAS will develop a schedule for rolling out a new recycling program for Udall & the SIB.  

· Conference Room Scheduling System
1. The contract was awarded in September 2015.
2. OFAS found out the vendor software was not properly IT certified.
3. OFAS is working with the vendor and IBC Acquisitions to install compliant software; the desire is to have it installed by the summer.

· Vending Machines

1. A survey was sent out on March 2 regarding the vending machines.  Please share with co-worker to ensure we have as much participation as possible.
2. This will help OFAS determine if we need to make changes and add different choices.

· Blood Drive
1. Blood drive is scheduled for Thursday March 31, 2016 in the Udall Building.  
2. This event will take place between 9:30 a.m. – 3:00 p.m. in the Rachel Carson Room (located in the basement next to the Bison Bistro Cafeteria).
