How much coal does Montana produce each year?  How much oil and natural gas?  Which companies extract these resources?  How much revenue do these activities generate for the Federal government?  And where does the revenue go?  

If these questions interest you, please attend one of these public outreach and listening sessions.  You will learn about the United States Extractive Industries Transparency Initiative and how it is making revenue and production data for oil, gas, coal, and other minerals available online, in an interactive, searchable data portal.  You will also see a demonstration of the data portal, learn about upcoming additions – including additional data about Montana, and gain a greater understanding of the costs and benefits of extractive industries to local communities.

The global Extractive Industries Transparency Initiative (EITI) offers a framework for governments and companies to publicly disclose revenues paid and received for development of oil, gas, mining and renewable energy development on public lands.  In the United States, the Office of Natural Resources Revenue of the Department of the Interior implements USEITI in conjunction with representatives from industry, civil society, and other Federal, state, and tribal governments.
