§ 1141 Purpose.

The purpose of the regulations in
this part is to desceribe the procedutes
to be used by all Departments and
Agencies of the Federal Government
and the State of Alaska for the deposit
of proceeds derived from contracts,
leases, permits, and rights-of-way or
casements pertaining to affeected lands
or resources in affected lands with-
drawn for Native selection pursuant to
the Alaska Native Claims Settlement
Act.

(1) In some circumstances, collection
from Withdrawn Lands will be in such
small amounts and such frequency as
to be administratively hurdensome to
make individual deposits to the fund,
or collections may be mixed with col-
Jections to he credited to other funds.
In such instances depositing agencies
mawinitially deposit the collections to
thefr own suspense accounts, Such de-
posits will then be transferred to Pund
14X6140 no less frequently than
monthly, The “Pay to" side of the SF
